Harriett Jane Olson has served as deputy general secretary of the
Women'’s Division of the General Board of Global Ministries of The
United Methodist Church since September 4, 2007. As such, she is chief
executive officer of the Women'’s Division, the national administrative and
policy-making arm of United Methodist Women, a nearly 800,000-member
organization within The United Methodist Church in the United States. Its
purpose is to foster spiritual growth, develop leaders, and advocate for
justice. United Methodist Women members contribute about $20 million a
year for mission work related to women, children, and youth in the United
States and around the world.

A Harvard graduate and attorney, Ms. Olson was a partner specializing in real estate and
environmental law in the Pitney, Hardin, Kipp and Szuch law firm of Morristown, N.J., (1983-
1996) before working for the Church full time. Prior to leading the Women'’s Division, Ms. Olson
served at the United Methodist Publishing House as senior vice-president for publishing, editor
for church school publications, and United Methodist Church book editor. She supervised a staff
of 150 responsible for the development, production, and trade distribution of resources from
Abingdon Press, Cokesbury, and Kingswood Books.

Ms. Olson has a long history of service in The United Methodist Church. From 1988-1996, she
was a director of the United Methodist General Board of Discipleship and was a delegate to
the 1988, 1992, and 1996 General Conferences. She also served on a number of committees
in the former Northern New Jersey Conference including the task force on sexual harassment
policy and the Commission on the Status and Role of Women. From 1985-1996, she spoke and
taught on Words That Hurt, Words That Heal, the landmark publication that defined inclusive
language needed for the Church to embrace all people.

Ms. Olson has a bachelor’s degree from Houghton College in Houghton, N.Y., where she serves
on the board of trustees.

She is a member of Morristown United Methodist Church in Morristown, N.J., and an affiliate
member of McKendree United Methodist Church in Nashville.

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Social Action

For over 135 years, the women of the Methodist Church have organized for mission work. They have collected
funds and various items, cooked, sewn, crafted, packed, distributed and involved themselves in every imaginable
kind of project to aid those in need. But many are unaware that from the very beginning, Methodist women have
been equally involved in social action, often leading the church in the call for social change.

John Wesley placed a strong emphasis on the social gospel. He believed that charity is a great gift we can give to
others, but that we also must be actively involved in changing unjust and inhumane systems that keep people in
poverty and with little opportunity to improve their own lives. United Methodist Women have long been active
on every front affecting women and children throughout the world with an ongoing emphasis on education, health
issues, and justice. It was United Methodist women who wrote the historic Charter for Racial Justice, which was
later adopted by the General Conference of our church.

Each year our Conference UMW Social Action planning team sets goals for the new year in order to give districts
and local units guidance toward identifying and addressing important issues.

The following are the goals set for 2011:

1. Support our public schools and advocate for both quality education and adequate funding.

2. Encourage all United Methodist Women to become familiar with the Charter for Racial Justice and
all local units to work toward becoming a Diamond Unit.

3. Social Action is one of the four designated mission areas of the UMW; local units are asked to
identify a member of their unit as Social Action Coordinator or as a contact person.

4. Local units are encouraged to provide an informative program at least once each year on a social
issue such as education, racial justice, health care, human trafycking, immigration, the
environment, domestic violence, hunger, homelessness, etc.

5. Support efforts to enact consumer protection laws. And take steps to protect Godés creation as well.

The funding of public education will be a major item before our state legislature this year as it continues to
struggle through the budget process. It’s extremely unlikely in these tough economic times that new sources of
income will be found to restore recent cuts to public education. However, there are numerous special interest
loopholes in our state sales taxes (now the primary funding source for public education) that can and ought to be
closed! Itisa moral issue whether special interests should continue to beneyt at the expense of public education.
Our representatives and senators will need to hear from United Methodist Women, as they heard from us over and
over again on payday lending and the cigarette tax . . . until change happened!

Public education is only one of many social issues that your unit might want to explore. There are lots of topics
of interest. Interest can lead to involvement, and involvement, no matter how small, can lead to change when
we all work together! Be sure to explore present and past issues of the UMW Program Book and the monthly
Response magazine for program ideas. The UMW website has been redesigned, and ités a great source of both
information and inspiration. If the Social Action Coordinator or contact person from your unit missed the UMW
ofycer training last month, have them contact me, and I can forward some of the handouts on resources and offer
some suggestions on how to get started.

Here’s wishing you a productive, fruitful and rewarding year ahead, both in your personal lives and in our joint
ventures as United Methodist Women. May God bless all.

Happy New Year! It’s hard to believe that one month of the New Year is behind us, but we have
eleven more to look forward to. Many of us have already ylled our calendars with dates to remember.
Well, I have one more for you T July 21-24 T School of Christian Mission. The school will once
again be held at Spartanburg Methodist College. Many of you have asked that the schedule be
changed so that we ynish on Saturday evening. Believe me, we have worked on this, but we must
follow the guidelines set by Women’s Division. The goal is that all conference schools offer all
participants equal and similar experiences. More is required of a school than just classes, and we
want our South Carolina Conference School to be one of the best. Ending on Saturday would require
beginning on Wednesday, something that we feel would be a hardship on those who have jobs.

Our goal this year is to have at least one representative from every unit in the state. What a great
thing that would be for our conference!! At the school you learn so much about God, about people
in other parts of our country and world, and about what we can do to bring God’s love into the hearts
of all people. Scripture tells us that when we feed the hungry, clothe the naked, and visit the sick
and imprisoned, we do it for Jesus. School of Christian Mission helps you identify ways in which
you can do these things. | challenge every unit in the state to sponsor one person who will come
back and share with the unit all that she has learned.

The three courses this year are Joy to the World: Mission in the Age of Global Christianity, Haiti,
and Coming Out on the Side of Grace: Reconciliation.

Zone Two will be Columbia, Florence, Hartsville, and Greenwood Districts; and
Zone Three will be Charleston, Marion, Orangeburg, and Walterboro Districts. The hope is that by
offering the event closer to the homes of the girls our attendance will improve. Also, if the girls
don’t have to travel so far, more can be accomplished during the day. Details will come later.

Overview of the School of Christian Mission Studies

JOY TO THE WORLD:
MISSION IN THE AGE OF GLOBAL CHRISTIANITY

Dana Robert writes, “Joy to the World is a shout of celebration, penned by the great hymn writer
Isaac Watts in 1819. Although it is a beloved Christmas carol, its message does not stop at
Christmas Day. Its deeper message is not about the birth of a baby, but about fundamental
changes brought into the world by the coming of Jesus Christ. Jesus came to bring “abundant
life” in place of human limitations, brokenness and death (John 10:10)...The title of this mission
study reflects the conviction that for United Methodists, mission and evangelism flow from the
joyous gratitude for the Good News of Jesus Christ.” The study explores the theology of mission
and evangelism in the twenty-first century context of Christianity as a world-wide religion. The
study invites us to look at why we are involved in mission and how we proclaim the Good News in
Jesus Christ. What are the biblical mandates for mission? Does Christ call each of us to be his
evangelist? The study sets the biblical and historical context for the reality that Christianity is now
the largest world religion and explores the theological foundations for Christian mission, drawing
upon the New Testament model of Jesus Christ and on Methodist history as sources for United
Methodist understandings of mission and evangelism. We are fortunate to have two wonderful
teachers leading this study. They are Angela Ford-Nelson and Rev. Robin Dease.

HAITI

It is nearly impossible to convey the full scope of Haiti’s culture and history in one study, and so
Rev. Dr. Jacques E. Pierre freely admits that this mission study “does not assume it captures
every aspect of Haiti and its people’s daily realities, their rich and vivacious culture, nor their
long history of struggles.” What it does offer is an overview of the cultures that shaped Haiti's
past and the ongoing legacy of colonialism, along with glimpses into the heart and soul of Haiti's
people through pictures and Creole adages. The mission study also includes the impact of the
devastating January 12th earthquake in 2010. Central to Rev. Dr. Pierre’s thesis is his insistence
that mission must be aligned with the concept of partnership. He states, “The primary purpose of
this endeavor is to encourage ongoing exchanges of cultural understanding, mutual respect, and
mission partnership between the people of The United Methodist Church and people of God in
Haiti.” We will offer three classes in this study. They will be led by Rebecca Rochester, Susan H.
Brooks, ad Gay Winter, Ph.D. You are in for a treat with these three.

COMING OUT ON THE SIDE OF GRACE: FORGIVENESS & RECONCILIATION

This study deals with the theme of how individuals, families, and communities are called to a life-
long journey of practicing forgiveness, justice, and reconciliation in our relational lives. In a series
of Bible studies, the book enables the participants to understand how systems and structures
violate people’s lives and how these structures can be transformed to be more just and more
conducive to human and cosmic well being. The study aims to bring about personal and social
transformation.
