I hope several of you were able to attend the School of Mission in Spartanburg and enjoyed the 
experience as much as I did.  There are some resource materials available from the Center that you 
might want to use in your unit.  There is a DVD, God’s Transforming Mission: The 21st Century, 
available for $10 or under.  It was used with the Mission Study this year.  The mission study book is 
also available for $10 and can be counted as one of your 4 books for the reading program.  The DVD 
combined with the book would make a great general meeting study or a mini-School of Mission 
study for your unit.

Remember the 2010 Reading Program ends December 31, 2010 so look over your list and select 
books to read to complete your plan for this year.  I often þnd I have read 3 or more books in one 
area but only one book in another area.  If you are completing plans 2-4 you must read at least two 
books in each area and then þll in the others.  Check your reading catalog for further information.

I have two books to recommend this time.  A Single Thread by Ruth Bostwick is a novel not 
available through the Mission Center but at local bookstores and at the library.  It can be counted 
in the Nurturing Community section.  The book is about a recently divorced woman who moves to 
Connecticut and opens a quilt shop.  On the day she is to have her great quilt project, Quilt Pink in 
honor of breast cancer patients, she herself is diagnosed with breast cancer.  The story is uplifting 
and God-centered.  Enjoy!!!

Caring for Mother by Virginia Stem Owens is also on the reading list and is available from Mission 
Resource Center.  It is a 2010 Nurturing Community selection.  Virginia writes her story of caring 
for her mother during her declining years.  Hospital stays, doctor visits, feelings of being a number, 
meeting the needs of herself, her husband, her father and her mother leave her exhausted at times 
and refreshed and ready to charge ahead at other times.  If you have not had a similar experience or 
know of someone who has, your time is coming.
