COURSE DESCRIPTIONS 
 

Basic – This course is foundational for all courses in Lay Servant Ministries. Participants are 
encouraged to discover and employ personal spiritual gifts as God intended and to consider the 
importance of exercising servant leadership, developing future leaders, remaining rooted in consistent 
spiritual practices, and being part of a group that holds members accountable in their discipleship.

Leading Public Prayer – Praying in public can be daunting, but prayer is something that one learns. 
This course on praying in public will help the participant grow in confidence and skill in public prayer 
and enrich their personal prayer life as well. (Required course to become a Certified Lay Speaker)

Leading Worship – This course focuses on basic worship leadership skills for the lay servant who 
either regularly or occasionally leads a group or congregation in worship. Participants will learn how to 
lead worship that is relevant and inclusive, offering communion with God and neighbor. (Required 
course to become a Certified Lay Speaker)

Exploring a Culture of Care for a Caring Congregation – This advanced course, based on The 
Caring Congregation: Implementation Guide, equips participants with tools for deep listening and grows 
their capacity to care in difficult situations of loss – all within healthy boundaries and a thoughtful 
awareness of varying cultural contexts of caring ministry. (new course)

You must participate in all 10 hours of classroom contact time to receive a certificate. Lay Servants 
must complete an Advanced Course at least once every three years to remain certified. 

Reading/homework assignments to be completed before the first meeting of the class will be e-mailed 
to you or handed out at book pickup.
