Participants are encouraged to discover and employ personal spiritual gifts as God intended and
to consider the importance of exercising servant leadership, developing future leaders, remaining rooted in
consistent spiritual practices, and being part of a group that holds members accountable in their
discipleship.

United Methodist Heritage — This is the recommended first advanced course you should take. It will
explore the special gifts of theology, withess, and organization that The United Methodist Church brings
to the church universal, how we got where we are today, and how our distinctive emphases are still
needed in the 21st-century church.

Transforming Evangelism — This advanced course leads participants to learn from John Wesley how to
practice relational evangelism. They will discover that evangelism involves not only sharing our faith with
others but also welcoming people into a community where they can grow in faith.

Afire with God — This advanced class teaches us how to become stewards-in-action of all God has entrusted
to us. Participants go beyond thinking in terms of dollars contributed to see stewardship as becoming living
examples of the gospel.

Aging in the 215t Century - This Advanced Course is a practical guide for building ministry for older adults-
the elders of the church tapping into their wisdom, energy, experience, and talents as well as recognizing
the various stages of retirement and activity

Grief Rite — This new advanced course was designed to equip those who will be working with
individuals experiencing grief. It includes Biblical principles and study, activities, dealing with emotions,
sharing grief, writing, and discussion.
